From our Minister - Revd David Jebb

‘Walking Together in Faith When the World Feels Unsteady’

As we enter the month of June, many of us are aware of how unsettled and
unpredictable our world feels. The news changes by the hour, governments shift
direction, and society often seems to stand on shaky ground. It would be easy to let
anxiety take hold. Yet as followers of Jesus Christ, we are called to stand on a very
different foundation.

The God we worship '

does not change. His faithfulness does not
rise and fall with political seasons. His love
does not depend on the stability of the
world around us. His guidance is not shaken
by uncertainty. In Christ, we find the One
who is “the same yesterday and today and
forever” (Hebrews 13:8) — our Lord, our
Saviour, and our steady guide.

In times like these, the world needs people
who carry hope. It needs communities who
shine light. It needs disciples who live in
such a way that others can see Christ's
presence in them. Jesus said:

“You are the light of the world... let your light shine before others, that they may see your good deeds
and glorify your Father in heaven.” (Matthew 5:14-16)

This is our calling. Not to hide. Not to fear. But to shine.

So, this month, | want to invite us as a church family to reflect deeply and journey together in discipleship.
When the world feels uncertain, the call of Jesus becomes even clearer:

o Keep seeking God’s guidance.

o Keep walking in His ways.

« Keep trusting His leading for our church, our community, our town, and our world.

o Keep witnessing to Christ’s light in both word and action.
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Let June be a month where we:
e Pray intentionally for God’s wisdom.
« Listen attentively for the Spirit’s prompting in our daily lives.
« Encourage one another to stay rooted in Christ rather than in fear.
e Look outward with compassion and mission to the needs of Potters Bar and beyond.
e Hold hope for the world God loves and has not abandoned.
« Live visibly as people of light, so that others may see Christ shining through us.

We do not journey alone. We walk together as a community shaped by grace, strengthened by worship, and
sent out in mission. And we walk with the One who leads us beside still waters, restores our souls, and lights
our path. May this season draw us ever closer to Christ and closer to one another. May His light shine in us
and through us, so that our lives bear witness to the unshakeable hope we have in Him — a hope no darkness
can overcome.

A Day of Fire, Language, and Legacy

St Albans & Welwyn Methodist Circuit - Pentecost Praise Celebration Sunday 24 May
2026 - 4:00pm - Oxlease

Pentecost Sunday and Wesley Day rarely meet on the same date. When they do, something extraordinary
happens. This year, on a radiant May afternoon, the St Albans & Welwyn Methodist Circuit gathered at Oxlease
for a Pentecost Praise Celebration that overflowed with joy, unity, and the unmistakable presence of the Holy
Spirit.

The story of Pentecost was not only proclaimed it was embodied. Seven voices, seven languages, one Gospel.
As Scripture was read aloud in a chorus of tongues, the congregation caught a glimpse of that first Spirit-filled
morning in Jerusalem.

Then came a moment that will linger long in memory: the Lord’s
Prayer spoken together, each person in their own language. A
tapestry of sound rose and fell diverse, beautiful, and deeply moving.
It was the global Church in miniature, gathered in one room. From
the opening bars, the combined band from Hatfield Road Methodist
' Church and St John's set the tone with vibrant, heartfelt worship.
. Their music carried the congregation into praise with energy and

L excellence. And then the rhythm shifted. Drums—played by
members of our own Afrlcan fellowship—brought a pulse that stirred the room. Feet tapped, hands clapped,
and smiles spread as the beat of Africa joined the song of Pentecost. It was worship that reached both heart
and body.

Now in its third year, the Circuit’s Pentecost celebration has become a cherished fixture in our shared life. This
year's strong turnout showed just how deeply it is taking root. Our thanks go to Rosemary M., Daniel, and
Joanna R., whose thoughtful planning and warm leadership shaped a service full of welcome and joy.

Midway through the celebration, the atmosphere shifted to one of reverent |
gratitude. A hush fell as Peter Wallace, one of our much-loved local
preachers, was honoured for 40 years of preaching ministry. He received a |
certificate signed by the President and Vice-President of the Methodist |
Conference—an affirmation of decades spent proclaiming Christ with
faithfulness and grace. The presentation, made by Superintendent Minister
Revd David Jebb, was met with heartfelt applause and more than a few
tears.

No Oxlease gathering is complete without its legendary hospitality. After worship, the congregation shared
a delicious, cooked tea—prepared with the warmth and generosity for which the Oxlease catering team is
rightly known. Laughter, conversation, and the joy of simply being together filled the hall.

This Pentecost Praise Celebration was more than an event. It was a Spirit-soaked reminder of who we are: a
people shaped by fire, by language, by heritage, and by hope.
